Welcome to St Davids Cathedral  
This term sees the Cathedralŷs focus shift from the season of Epiphany and 
the celebration of Candlemas to the penitential season of Lent, in 
preparation for Holy Week and then the joyous celebration of Jesus Christŷs 
resurrection at Easter. In amongst this, the Cathedral also celebrates our 
patron saint, Dewi Sant on March 1st, with services and concerts over the 
weekend on which it falls, and a broadcast of  ŶDechrau Canu, Dechrau 
Canmolŷ on S4C from St Davids. Below is a selection of services and events to 
look out for over the coming months: 
 

Sunday 11th January, 4pm: Epiphany Carol Service 
In this service of lessons and carols we chart the 
journey of the Magi from the East to pay homage 
to the Christ child. The service includes the 
blessing of chalk for all to take home, to write the 
number of the new year and initials traditionally 
associated with the Magi above the main doorway, 
with a prayer to bless the home. 
 
 

 
Sunday 1st February, 4pm: The Candlemas Procession  

Candlemas marks the end of the Christmas season, as 
we turn from Christŷs birth to his death and 
resurrection. Lessons and Carols revolve around the 
presentation of Christ at the temple, and Simeonŷs 
prayer, the Nunc Dimittis. The congregation carry 
candles in order to light up the Cathedral to Godŷs 
glory, and to signify the enlightenment that Jesus 
Christ, the Lord of the World, brings to all people.

St Davidŷs Day, Sunday 1st March, 11.15am 
Pilgrimage from St Nonŷs Well &  
Pilgrim Prayers at the Shrine of St David 
Join us on the feast day of Dewi Sant on pilgrimage from St Nonŷs Well to 
the Cathedral. Pilgrims are invited to take part in a deeply moving service at 
Dewiŷs Shrine, including 14th century plainchant and the opportunity to be 
anointed with holy oil. 
 

Sunday 1st March, 4.00pm: Patronal Eucharist 
Join us in this traditional service of Choral Eucharist, presided over by The 
Right Reverend Dorrien Davies, successor to Saint David as Bishop of St 
Davids.

Sunday 29th March, 11am: 
Choral Eucharist with  
Procession of Palms 
A traditional service of Choral Eucharist, with 
procession to the Cathedral whilst carrying palms 
and palm crosses. The service also includes the 
recitation of the Passion Narrative, the story of 
Christŷs CruciŰxion.  
 
 

Sunday 29th March, 4pm: 
Bob Chilcottŷs St John Passion 
The Cathedral Choir present a devotional performance of Bob Chilcottŷs 
setting of the Passion story according to St John. 
 

Monday 30th March - Wednesday 1st April, 6.00pm: 
Holy Week Devotion 
Our organists present contemplative meditations from the Űnest composers 
for organ, followed by a service of Choral Evening Prayer with a short 
homily. 
 

Maundy Thursday, 2nd April, 7pm: Choral Eucharist of 
the Last Supper and Watch 
In this service the Cathedral is prepared for the 
solemnity of Good Friday. In the Űrst part of the 
service, the clergy wash the feet of some members 
of the congregation, as Christ washed the feet of 
his disciples. The second part of the service looks 
toward the cruciŰxion to come, with the altar 
stripped of its pall and cloths and left bare. A 
large wooden cross is placed in between the 
choir stalls, as a reminder of what the next day 
will bring. Following the service, all are invited to 
participate in The Watch of the Passion in St 
Thomas Becket Chapel until 10pm. 
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Good Friday, 3rd April 
 

10am: Family Service 
Readings and reűections for Good Friday 
aimed at young children and families 

 
12noon: Stations of the Cross 
Beginning on Cross Square, all make their 
way on Pilgrimage to the Cathedral, as the 
prayers of the fourteen stations are read along 
the way.  
 

1.30pm: The Liturgy of Good Friday 
The traditional liturgy of day, with a sung Passion narrative and Eucharist 
from the reserved sacrament. 

 
6pm: Choral Evensong with Lamentations 
The Vicars Choral and Choral Scholars sing a particularly poignant service of 
Choral Evensong, including ŶThe Lamentations of Jeremiahŷ by Thomas 
Tallis as the anthem. 

 
Easter Day, 5th April 

 
6am: The Easter Vigil 
This dawn service, the Űrst of Easter Day, brings us from the darkness of the 
cruciŰxion through to the joy of the Resurrection, with the lighting of the 
Pascal Candle, renewal of Baptismal promises, and Choral Eucharist. 

 
11am: Choral Eucharist 
Join us for this very special Choral Eucharist, marking the Resurrection of 
Jesus Christ. This year, we are delighted that the Right Reverend Dorrien 
Davies, Bishop of St Davids, will preside at the Eucharist and preach the 
sermon. This is one of the busiest services of the year, so arrive early to ensure  
your seat. 
 

4pm: Choral Evensong
